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Dear Friends,

Thank you very much for your contribution to the Christmas programs at Cameron. Your gifts
helped bring holiday warmth and comfort to our neighbors in need.

Every day we say the spirit of Christmas as our doorbell rang and people arrived with armloads of
gifts, trays of cookies, pies, hams, shopping bags of food, hats and mittens. We had so many
Christmas activities and so many groups and individuals pitching in to make them all happen. When
all was counted, we blessed more than 600 individuals.

On the Wednesday before Christmas, we served a special luncheon for 215 guests. Each received
a functional rather than fanciful gift because many of our lunch guests struggle with basic needs.
New warm hoodies, blankets, pillows, dishware and coffee makers were very popular. Our Santa
Party saw 240 neighborhood children come for a visit with Santa; they received cookies, new mit-
tens and a new toy.

Each of the 40 children in our on-site youth program received a new outfit, a toy, and a book. Their
families got vacation helper packages to help provide meals during school break when school
lunches are not available and food stamps run out. In addition, they experienced the joy of giving,
by participating in a shopping day where they were able to choose two small gifts to give to special
adults in their lives; a teacher, a parent or a grandmother. Some of our families in greatest need
were adopted by church groups and more than 100 individuals received specially chosen gifts to put
under their tree on Christmas morning. The 135 children in our Quad-A program at School #30
received a holiday bag with a book, a toothbrush, snacks, hat & mittens.

Thank you for your generous gifts this season. However you participated, you helped illuminate the
lives of our neighbors in the Lyell Ave-Otis Street community. Your faithfulness gives us hope for
the months ahead. We appreciate your support and wish you and your family joy and peace in the
New Year.
