Pastor...

Sitting in my insurance agent’s office not long ago, she mentioned
looking for a greeting card for a baby dedication. A sure sign she is
Baptist or kin to us! She couldn’t find a dedication card and wondered
why they do not exist. “You can only find baptism and christening
cards; what's the difference between dedication and christening?”

They are different I said. Some christenings include baptism and
naming in the service while others are just for naming. All the while,
my mind was envisioning launching a baby dedication greeting card
line to meet an unmet need in the marketplace. How easy it would be
target these churches—beyond us Baptists, there are the Pentecostals,
Mennonites and non-denominational evangelical churches.

But the more I considered it, it got more complicated. What is the
card’s message? It depends on the recipient. It would not be
addressed to the baby. Rather it would be addressed to the parents or
guardians who are making this commitment to raise their child to
come to know Jesus as his/her Lord and Savior. The card would also
be addressed to the church family because they have a responsibility
to help teach our young about God, Jesus, the Bible and share their
wisdom from life’s experiences.

As a gift from God, our babies, infants and children are held in
God'’s provision. All babies, not just baptized or christened babies are
in God’s care. So we dedicate knowing that this precious gift given to
us is to be returned to God by helping them grow into relationship
with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. We help them to grow and learn
so that one day they can declare their faith in Jesus Christ and
become a baptized believer.

Whether or not a greeting card line appears, Ogden Baptist —
consider this your baby dedication card this year with three
dedications coming, 2 in November and 1 in December. And parents,
know that you have your church family supporting you to help Carson,
Sophia and Harper learn not only about who they are, but who they
shall become.

Thanks be to God for our growing church family—through births
and new members.
